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ast spring, Jewish Family Service leadership, staff and volunteers completed 
a strategic planning process. As reported in the spring issue of Mishpacha, 

a key outcome of the process was the decision to develop a sophisticated and 
comprehensive marketing plan to rapidly improve the image of JFS in the community. 
The process concluded that community leaders, rabbis, mental health providers 
and referral sources have limited knowledge of the quality and quantity of JFS 
services and programs. Fortunately, JFS does not have a bad image, it is simply 
undefined. 
     This summer, executive leadership, staff and marketing consultants met to define 

the first steps in this comprehensive plan. It was agreed that the agency needed to develop an identity that best reflects 
Jewish Family Service’s unique value to the Houston Jewish community.  JFS is a smart choice for a variety of services 
and programs. The community needs to know this. The JFS employees, all of whom are highly credentialed and
experienced, uphold the highest standards of confidentiality for mental health clients.
     The first major change taking place is an overhaul of the JFS website. Clients, community members and donors 
will find that the site is interesting, informative, important and fun. From health tips of the day to comprehensive 
information about JFS programs and services, to information about the highly experienced staff, it is all there. Visit 
it often to see how the site evolves. Comments are welcome and appreciated.
     Another significant change is in the look and feel of Mishpacha. Like our new building, the appearance reflects 

freshness and a welcoming invitation to peer inside. Donors should be pleased to see the updated recognition of 

donations which includes acknowledgement of the specific tributes. Opportunities to make additional donations can
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t the end of 2005, Jewish Family Service had to close its job placement 
program due to a lack of funding.  The need existed for JFS clients but 

the funds could not be found to keep the program alive. Through collaboration 
with Career and Recovery Resources, Inc. (CRR), career counseling services to 
JFS clients were restored in September on a limited basis. 
     Career and Recovery Resources, Inc. is a non-profit, United Way Agency 
established in 1945. They provide an array of services to a diverse population 
challenged by barriers such as older age, illiteracy, disabilities, homelessness, lack 
of skills, substance abuse and at-risk behavior.  
     “It’s a win-win situation” stated Linda Burger.  “Career and Recovery Resources 
does not have an office in our neighborhood and we don’t have funding for an 
employment services program.  After a series of meetings with Career and 
Recovery’s CEO, Vernus Swisher, we decided to try a pilot project,” she continued. 
Jo Ann Long, Director of Career Counseling at CRR began holding office hours 
at JFS twice a month on the second and fourth Mondays, 8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.

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     It's hard for me to believe that a year has almost passed 
since I first joined the staff of Jewish Family Service.  The 
board, staff and community have been so supportive and 
made my transition into the position and the agency very 
smooth.  So much has happened during this time that I 
have to remind myself it only has been a year.
     Probably the most challenging issue for me has been 
to see firsthand the ever increasing need for services 
...both in financial and clinical assistance. Our agency is 
one of the few places in the city where a family can turn 
for comprehensive social services...from financial aid to 
therapy to psychiatric support to employment services! Our clinical staff is so 
busy right now that sometimes there is a waiting period for an appointment.  
Everyone still will receive an appointment; however, there may be a week to ten 
day delay. While the clinical staff has been busy with clients, there has also been 
an increase in requests for them to provide workshops and participate in other 
community group-related activities.
     The need for financial aid seems to increase exponentially. To help someone 
keep their lights on costs the agency far more today than the resources we have 
to offer for that help. Still, how can we turn a family away? Our clients often have 
to choose between the lights, rent, medicine and food. What happens when there 
are kids involved and they need school clothes, supplies, etc.? It is distressing to 
realize that we have community members who need this kind of support and 
assistance. It is also gratifying to know that JFS exists to help. Our financial aid 
resources are so limited that we can only help most clients once in a twelve month 
period. This year we are granting about $36,000 more than we have for this service. 
Several donors have stepped forward to help close that gap so that we don't have 
to turn anyone away! How blessed is this community to have these special angels 
to offer assistance!
     I am very proud of the collaborative partnerships that we have fostered during 
the last year. Two, in particular, stand out.  First, our efforts with many rabbis in 
our community. To help them best serve the needs of their congregants and our 
clients, some rabbis have required premarital couples to attend our Marriage 101 
course while others have asked JFS to help with some financial assistance for 
their congregants. Working in partnership with the rabbis, JFS has been able to 
leverage our resources to provide greater assistance to those seeking help.
    Secondly, our new relationship with Career and Recovery Resources is very 
exciting. JFS lost its funding to provide employment services almost two years  
ago.  For a brief period of time, we were able to offer some services to Katrina 
and Rita evacuees.  Career and Recovery is a United Way Agency and was 
originally founded as Jewish Vocational Guidance in 1945.  They provide a highly 
professional and comprehensive career counseling and employment service 
program in the city.  Jo Ann Long of the agency has begun officing in the Nathan 
J. Klein Building twice a month on Mondays. (Read more about Career and 
Recovery's program and plans to provide the expertise of their staff for our 
neighborhood in this issue of Mishpacha.)
     It is gratifying to see that many of the suggested outcomes of the spring strategic 
planning process have already been implemented. You can read about the 
marketing initiative on the front page of this issue.
    Another important outcome was the decision to create a “volunteer” coordinator 
of volunteers. Cheryl Levy, vice president of the agency and co-chair of the 
Volunteer Recruitment and Retention process, has been named coordinator and 
has been holding weekly office hours at JFS. Under her guidance, a process is in 
place to successfully match volunteer interests with agency needs.  As new programs 
and services are introduced,  JFS will rely more and more on the availability and 
expertise of volunteers.
     At this time of year, we pray that we are worthy of being inscribed in the “Book 
of Life” for another year.  I pray that “G-d will bless you and yours with a sweet 
and healthy year ahead and that you may use your blessings to be a blessing to 
others. Shana Tova.”

CERT TRAINING AT JFS	
Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) is a FREE awareness and 

disaster preparedness training made available through the Office of Homeland 
Security. CERT is designed to teach people how to stay safe in the event of 
disasters, large or small. 	

The 20-hour training, which will take place once a week for eight weeks, is 
taught by professional first responders, i.e. Emergency Management, Fire, and 
FBI Personnel. Topics to be covered include: general disaster preparedness, fire 
safety and suppression, basic medical operations, light search and rescue and 
terrorism awareness.	

CERT is geared toward the everyday person, age 18-80+.  The class atmosphere 
is relaxed and interactive, making it enjoyable for all. (Teens 15-18 years can 
participate if accompanied by a parent or legal guardian.)	

The CERT course is coordinated locally by the Harris County Citizen Corps 
(HCCC). The Retired and Senior Volunteer Program (RSVP) is working in 
partnership with the HCCC to promote CERT training in the senior and general 
community.
