            hat keeps me up at night,” said Linda Burger, JFS Executive Director,  
             “is to have a mother say to me, ‘What do I say when my 37-year-old 
special needs son asks “Mother, what’s going to happen to me when you are 
gone?” You took care of the Russians; you took care of the Holocaust Survivors; 
you were there for Israel. When are you going to help my special needs child?’” 
Burger continued, “I say, we must do something. The time is NOW!”	

Echoing that thought was Karol Musher, M.A.,CCC-SLP,  Speech Language 
Pathologist with Texas Children’s Hospital, community leader and activist who 
has worked and advocated for special needs services in the community for over 
30 years. In the 1970’s, Musher and Dr. Helen Schaffer, of blessed memory, 
worked to establish a special education staff position at the Bureau of Jewish 
Education of the Jewish Federation of Greater Houston. Ultimately, a Special 
Education consultant was hired to work with congregational schools providing 
assistance, creating workshops and in-service training for Jewish educators. 	

“We have known these problems and situations have existed and have done 
a lot of talking over the past three decades,” said Musher.

Burger brought the critical need for additional 
comprehensive special needs services to the JFS Board of 
Directors who established a Special Needs Task Force
and charged it to examine current services in a variety of 
areas, identify gaps in services and recommend programs. 
With research coupled with input from staff, lay leaders 
and professionals in the community and from groups of 
parents convened by the BJE, the Task Force identified 
areas needing attention. Among the most pressing needs 
were Information and Referral, social programs in a Jewish

setting, employment assistance and housing.  A 
subcommittee of the Task Force developed a 
comprehensive Special Needs Online Resource Guide 
that may be accessed at the JFS website: 
www.jfshouston.org.  “Making information readily 
available and easily accessible is critical,” said Burger. 
“The Internet has become a fundamental and often 
primary research tool because it is vast, fast and private. 
One can do research, search for information and services 
at any hour of the day or night from the comfort and 
privacy of one’s home.  There are no recorded messages; 
no business hours and no one puts you on ‘hold,’” she 
stated. All Houston Jewish community agencies and 
congregations have been asked to post a link to the Guide 
on their websites; several have already done so.	

Musher, noting that the Guide is a welcome addition 
and a great resource for parents, family and professionals, 
also said, “There is so much more to do.  The need for 
additional and expanded services continues to grow.  
Current statistics (2007) from the Centers for Disease 
Control (CDC) indicate that Autism affects about 1 in 
150 births and is the fastest growing developmental 
disability with an annual growth rate of 10-17%.  The best 
way to treat the problem is through early educational 
intervention for children and their families. It takes 
leadership and one agency to spearhead the drive for 
expanded services. 	

“We have talked long enough,” concluded Musher. 
“I, too, say, the time is NOW!”

These pages are filled with the many activities 
that have taken place at Jewish Family Service 
during the last several months.  The Nathan J. 
Klein Building has become a hub of activity.  
We continue to serve hundreds of individuals 
and families each month through our 
outstanding counseling, case management and 
financial aid services.  Skilled staff and talented 
volunteers fill our meeting rooms with their 
dreams and visions of what else can be done 
on behalf of our Jewish and general 
communities. Donors continue to bless us with 
donations large and small, enabling JFS to 
meet many of this community’s needs. Our 
partners across the community work with us 
to broaden our reach and our effectiveness as 
we strive to provide the best Jewish social 
services in the area.

Two task force initiatives stand out as we reflect 
on gaping needs in our community.  The Special 
Needs Task Force, chaired by Sandra Block, 
first attempted to catalogue those resources 
that exist for families in and around Houston. 
 We are extremely proud of the resulting Special 
Needs Online Resource Guide which you can 
view and refer to on our web site at www. 
jfshouston.org. The Special Needs Task Force 
continues to meet, study and dream of what 
JFS and its sister agencies can do over the next 
decade to meet the community’s growing needs. 
A second task force under the direction of 
chair Stephen Rosenbloom has reviewed the 
need to provide employment service support 
to these same families. These initiatives have 
begun to frame which new services JFS will 
begin to offer in the coming months and years.

JFS has been blessed with increasing numbers 
of committed volunteers who devote hundreds 
of hours each month to the agency. These 
volunteers enable the agency to provide 
expanded services to our clients and their 
families. This emphasis on volunteers is an 
outcome of our Strategic Planning Process that 
took place last spring. It is exciting to watch 
the agency evolve in this arena under the able 
direction of Cheryl Levy, JFS Vice President, 
who has taken on the role as volunteer 
coordinator of volunteer services.

Concern about being able to meet the growing 
needs of our clients does keep us up at night. 
Will we have the funds to provide the services 
to those counseling clients who cannot afford 
to pay? Will we have the ability to meet the 
needs of those financial aid clients who walk 
through our door each and every day? Will we 
have enough staff to meet the counseling needs 
of those who call for help?
